CONFERENCE REPORTS
1. The Conference Reports section includes reports on conventions, symposia, conferences, seminars, workshops, etc., featuring scholars who specialise in legal studies and canon law, given that the rank of the event or its subject matter are consistent with the profile of the Studia Prawnicze KUL (KUL Journal of Legal Studies).
2. A decision on  publication of reports in this section of the Studia Prawnicze KUL (KUL Journal of Legal Studies)  is made by the Editorial Board which may rely on the opinions of a subject editor, where necessary.
3. Reports should indicate full details of the event, including its subject-matter, date, place, and organisers’ or co-organisers’ details.
4. The report volume should not exceed 10 000 characters with spaces (a fourth of publisher’s sheet).
5. Texts in Polish, English, French, or Italian should be prepared using the Latin script. The use of texts originating from languages using other scripts require the application of transliteration/transcription. Texts in Russian should be prepared with the use of  Cyrillic.
6. Do not make additional spaces between individual paragraphs. Do not use target text formatting.
7. The author of the text is obliged to inform the Editorial Board about persons who have contributed substantially to the preparation of the text (indicating their affiliation and nature of participation in the work, and a percentage share of each co-author’s contribution to the preparation of the work), and provide information about possible financing sources allocated for the texts, including financing entities.
